Banking Hours are 08.15 hours to 14.30 hours during weekdays and 08.15 hours to 11.30 hours on Saturdays. The exception is Sundays and Public Holidays when banks and the foreign exchange bureau de change are closed. Visitors are also advised to try as much as possible to use the local currency for most transactions in order to minimize exchange rate confusion or complications. 

Visas

For participants coming from countries requiring entry visas into Zambia, these can be obtained from Zambian Embassies in their countries. For some participants that will be coming from countries where there are no Zambian embassies, issuance of visas upon arrival at Lusaka International Airport can be arranged.
