Introduction

“FIDE arbiters’ seminars” website is an independent web site under FIDE webserver.

The website is based in “Moodle” (Modular Object Oriented Developmental Learning Environment), a widely used open-source LMS system for learning process management.

Some features:

No extra software needed. A device with microphone, speakers (headset is preferable) and a camera (and if the lecturer wants) for the lecturer and a device with speakers for participants is more than enough!

Interface is easy to navigate on both desktop and mobile devices. They can use any device to access courses and information. Lecturers can utilize their tablets, mobile phones, and any other internet-ready device to upload content and communicate with participants.

Easily adapting and reusing materials over time.

Geographically independent education wherein participants have access to their learning accounts anywhere and anytime.

Registration depended participation with availability of time schedule (start – end of course, or availability of activities in the course. Registration of can be granted manually or automatically (self-registered with or without lecturer approval).

Lecturers can do almost anything within a course, including adding or changing the activities and grading participants.

Simple and easy to work with forums, wikis, glossaries, database activities etc.

Allow users to view course content in their own language, or set it up allows multiple languages.

View and generate reports on activity and participation at courses.

Built-in media support enables you to easily insert video and audio files in courses.

Live classes with recording option to repeat a class whenever participants wants and for infinite times.

Online test in any form preferred by the lecturer (multiply choice, essay, matching, numerical etc.) and availability of a question bank with categories of questions separated in subject, type, difficulty level, language or whatever needed! And also availability of automatically generated tests with selected questions from the database with the lecturer instructions.example: lecturer wants a test with 40 questions total, 10 questions on the subject “FIDE laws of chess” difficulty level 1, 5 questions same subject but difficulty level 2, 10 questions on subject “FIDE ratings” etc.
